Currituck Beach

Lighthouse

On December 1, 1875 the 162-foot tall Currituck
Beach Lighthouse first illuminated the remaining
"dark space" on the North Carolina coast. The
beacon, automated since 1939, shines at night from
inside the original first-order Fresnel lens at 20-second
intervals. Visitors can climb the spiral staircase (214
stairs) to an outdoor gallery for a panoramic view of
Currituck Sound, the Atlantic Ocean, and the
Currituck Outer Banks. The Light Station includes a
Victorian "stick-style" Keepers' House, Museum
Shop, cisterns, a brick walkway, and privy which
allow today's visitors to reflect on the lives of
keepers and their families who lived in this
isolated seaside setting. For more information please

Corolla Historic

Village

North of the lighthouse, just off the beaten path, is
a wonderful old village recently restored and
enlivened. Enjoy walking through this village and
the restored residences that now house remarkable
shops hosted by friendly merchants. They speak the
names of the villagers and share the history of this
coastal village. 

The 1885 chapel still ministers to the community
and travelers. Though it has been moved from its
original location and expanded to serve a growing
congregation, the front structure is the original
chapel.

Restoration of the century-old schoolhouse began in
1999. It is now back in the business of educating
and has an exhibit on the Currituck Wild Horses.
There are still occasions when the restored bell rings
throughout the community.

Sit under the shade of beautiful, old live oaks.
Discover A Village Garden that delights visitors with
heirloom perennials and vegetables. Watch the
artists and photographers capturing the latest
blooms or migrating butterflies. 

Many of the isolated villages that existed on this stretch
of coast have disappeared, but Corolla Village remains
intact and provides insight into a century of history.

Outer Banks Center

for Wildlife Education

Learn about the wildlife of North Carolina's

northeastern coastal region. Waterfowl hunting,

decoy making, and fishing — traditions that are

connected to the region's ecology — are important

elements in the Center’s presentation.

The Center features an exhibit hall, auditorium, and

waterfowl decoy gallery. Several exhibits focus on

the barrier island environment and its wildlife,

including migrating waterfowl and the many fish

species that live in estuaries. Other exhibits present

the history of boating, hunting, and fishing in the

region.
